From the War Memorial on Meopham Green take the footpath to the right of the
Oast House. Continue through the kissing gate passing an old barn on the left. Pass
through the next kissing gate and keeping the hedge on your left to another kissing

gate on the left, go through the gate and continue to the road. (1) 1 6461 6531

Cross the road to a kissing gate and continue on through two fields to a road turn

left onto the road (Brimstone Hill). (2) 2 65526579

Follow the road to an enclosed footpath on the left; (3) take this path and atthe far | 3~ 6549 6597
end of the path turn left onto the road (Foxendown Lane).

Continue along the road passing a road on the right (Camer Road) then after about
350m passing two cottages on the right, turn right (4) diagonally across the drive 4 6482 6611
to steps onto a footpath to the left of the cottages through a short section of
woodland and out onto Flag Field.

Cross the field diagonally to the far right corner towards Meopham Church, on
leaving the field go through the tunnel into the Churchyard, and on to Wrotham
Road.

Turn right and cross the road passing two cottages on the left and then take the
footpath on the left, (5) head diagonally across the field to a point about halfway
along the far hedge at the rear of the school. Turn left keeping the hedge on the
right, follow to the end and turn right alongside the school perimeter to the road
(Longfield Road). (6)

Turn left and follow the pavement to the footpath on the left just before Melliker

Farm. (7) Turn left onto the footpath follow the path eventually passing through 7 6382 6710
Rabbit Wood and down the hill onto a bridleway, (8) turn left. Follow the 8 6306 6655
bridleway to Shipley Hills Road; (9) turn right on the road and after a short 9 6324 6612

distance take the footpath to the left. Following the path with the wood on the
left and at the end of the wood turn left to a stile, climb the hill diagonally to the
right to a field gate on the bridleway. (10) 10 63516565

Go through the field gate and return to Meopham Green by following the track to
a kissing gate, (11) cross the field to the far right corner, through a gate and on to a 11 6398 6560
footpath back to the Green.
